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FamouFamous Philadelphia: Part 2s

Hello! Looks like this summer heat isn’t going to let up just yet.
Everyone be careful out there, and don’t let the hear get you down!
So, this month, I will be writing the continuation of last month’s
article where | talked about some famous places and things in
Philadelphia. (By the way, the 4 places I’m about to introduce to you
guys are places I actually went on school field trips!)

1.The Philadelphia Zoo. This is America’s very first zoo and was
established by Benjamin Franklin who | talked about in the April
edition of Kouhou Urasoe. When it first opened in 1874, there were
roughly 1000 animals, but now, the Philadelphia Zoo is home to about
2,440 animals representing more than 340 species.

2.The Franklin Institute. This interactive museum was established
in 1824 and named for famed scientist, Benjamin Franklin. In addition
to hosting various traveling exhibits as they tour around the world, the
Franklin Institute is known for its permanent exhibits that are geared
towards children but also fun for adults. Inside the museum is a
specially outfitted IMAX Dome Theater that regularly shows
educational movies and documentaries.

3.Independence Hall. Constructed in 1749, this building was
originally used to house the Pennsylvania State Legislature and it is
both the place where the Declaration of Independence was signed and
where the United States Constitution was debated and adopted. Now,
the original Declaration of Independence and Constitution can be
viewed across the street from Independence Hall at the Constitution
Center.

4.Valley Forge. During the American Revolution, this is where the
Continental Army made camp to wait out the winter from 1777-78.
Valley Forge was where General George Washington (the First
President of the USA) decided to make camp after a grueling battle
that took place in December of 1777. The Continental Army was tired
from fighting, and so they used this place, which was a safe distance
away from the battlefield, to regroup and wait out the winter.

Philadelphia is known as a place with a long and rich history
because it is filled with places like these. Next month, I will be talking
about some old battlefields in Pennsylvania and I am so excited to be
able to share with you one of my great personal interests: American
History!
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
