3.The Please Touch Museum. This museum, built for children
with a passion for learning, offers them the unique opportunity to
touch and physically interact with all the exhibits and displays.

5.The Eastern State Penitentiary. The tall walls of this prison
that tower over the center of the city once held the infamous
gangster Al Capone. Now, though the prison is no longer in use as
a penitentiary, it is the site of a museum which offers guided tours
through the old building.
