Okinawa is the prefecture with many people who emigrated in Japan, and it is said that there
are over 360,000 emigrants from Okinawa in all the countries of the world. (Source : Okinawa
prefecture,2005)

It is the great thing that many “Uchinanchu(Okinawan people)” and their siblings are active in
various fields in the world, however about the assets which Okinawan people who emigrated
abroad left in Okinawa, it is getting complicated to handle it every time change owners,
therefore they are having the various problems in case of the inheritance procedure.

Between emigrants and residents of Okinawa, it is very difficult to proceed the inheritance
procedure smoothly because of the difference of the language, difference in culture, custom,
law, system, and the weakness of human relations. In addition, there are many cases not solve
the problem because there is no expert to consult near one.

As a result, people who are authorized to manage the properties which become the problem
have a heavy responsibility, and they can’t handle with it. Therefore, the real estate would
obstruct the development of the neighborhood.

To solve these matters, we think that it is necessary to study a law and procedure between
each country, to enlighten and support to emigrants based on the cooperation with experts of
the inheritance issue of Okinawa and experts of the inheritance or law of each country.

Therefore, in The 6% World Wide Uchinanchu Festival opening October 2016, we would like
to have a meeting to establish a network, to share information with experts of each country, and
ask for the understanding and cooperation of all of you.
