each year, with the biggest and most popular being the
Tedako Festival.
The Tedako Festival features a range of colorful activities,
including song and dance performances by kindergarten
students and various citizens’ groups, guest concerts, a
fireworks display and all kinds of sports competitions,
creating a festive atmosphere like a refreshing breeze to “blow
away the heat of summer”.

In addition, the festival features "The Kingdom
of the Sun, Urasoe" as the major program, which is a
celebration of the three major kings of Urasoe. Under the
rule of Kings Shunten, Eiso, and Satto, Ryukyu enjoyed 220
years of prosperity, displayed in this festival through a large-
scale song and dance performance. With as many as 1,000
people performing, this grand-scale event captivates both
citizens and visitors alike.
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
